This one was decidedly, deliberately
low key in that it was not advertised, with
attendance coming by invitation and word
of mouth. But it was not so low key with
respect to the nine luthiers invited to show
their wares, including local guitar builders Joe
Veillette and Bruce Ackerman.

“The emphasis was on contemporary,
hand made, acoustic fretted instruments,’
said Rorick. “We put it together in just over a
month." He detailed that attendees included
other guitar makers, bass builders, violin and
bow makers, finishers, repair and restoration
folks, electric guitar manufacturers, collectors,
and a slew of fine and famous musicians.

“Ken Parker Archtops were the main
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
